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Little noticed at the time, and still little known nearly 50 years later, the Battle of Tam Quan (known to
the National Infantry Museum at Fort Benning as the Second Battle of Tam Quan) was one of the most
significant of the Vietnam War.
The first contact was 6 December 1967, by aviation elements of the 1st Squadron 9th Cavalry, who
discovered the headquarters of the 22nd NVA Regiment near the hamlet of of Dai Dong(1). Bravo
Company of 1st Battalion, 8th Cavalry was quickly thrown into the fight, and the next day was joined by
the battalion's A Company. On the 7th B and C companies of the 2nd Battalion, 8th Cavalry were
committed by Brigade Commander Snapper on the east to seal the contact area. Moving toward the west,
they made contact with elements of the 22nd at Dai Dong(3) a few kilometers east of the original battle
site. The 1st Battalion 50th Infantry, (Mechanized) supported the Cavalry's 1st Brigade in these early
December contacts and throughout the Tam Quan battle.
The NVA's 22nd Regiment retired to the south overnight on the 7th, only to run head-on into the 3rd and
4th Battalions of the ARVN 40th Regiment, 22nd Division, with whom significant contacts were fought
on December 8th and 9th.
The 1st Battalion, 12th Cavalry, at Dak To since early November, was released from OPCON to the
173rd Airborne on the 9th and flown by C-130's into LZ English. By mid-afternoon B, C, and D
Companies had air assaulted into beach LZ's near the coastal town of Tam Quan. Bravo Company, 1/50th
Infantry, OPCON to LTC Daniel French's 1st Battalion, 12th Cavalry,  had an all-day battle with a battalion
of the 22nd NVA Regiment at Truong Lam near the beach on December 10th. B and C 1/12th were flown
in late that afternoon to support the Mechanized infantry unit, which suffered 11 KIA's on its worst day.
The NVA regiment then dropped from sight except for sporadic contacts with small elements. On 11
December D Company was crossing rice paddies, moving from hamlet to hamlet searching for elements
of the 22nd. LT Watkins' third platoon, on point, crossed a paddy to secure the far side for the company's
advance. They had just reached the hamlet when they were engaged by the enemy. Artillery and gunships
quickly routed the enemy. As the company crossed to join the third, Watkins consolidated his position,
quickly accounting for all of the platoon except point man Daniel Maguire, who was soon found dead a
few meters forward. The previous day he'd received a care package from home. Along with the usual
goodies was a miniature Christmas tree that revolved and played Jingle Bells. When found, SP4 Maguire's
pack , rifle and boots were gone, but there was the tree, revolving round and round, playing Jingle Bells!
How it started to play, no one will ever know. LT Tom Kjos replaced Watkins the following day, and on
the 14th D Company was withdrawn to LZ English for a well-earned stand down. We showered, drew
clean fatigues, had a hot meal, and settled in to watch Raquel Welch in , when the
announcement came, “Delta 1/12th platoon leaders report to your company area.” With us for the first
time that night - when we learned that radio intercepts had again located the22nd NVA - was LT Roy
Southerland, who would take the 2nd Platoon out in the morning and be dead by mid-afternoon. The NVA
were in My An(2), just a kilometer south of Dia Dong(3), where the 2/8th Cavalry had fought on the 7th.
The 22nd Regiment had overrun our Charlie Company on LZ Bird just after Christmas 1966. LTC French's
1/12 was given the task to trap and destroy the NVA Regiment.
The battle of Tam Quan resumed at My An(2), Binh Dinh Province, on 15 December, 1967. This time
dug in with the 22nd Regiment’s headquarters units were two of its battalions and its heavy weapons
company. 1st Battalion 12th Cavalry fielded three of its companies, again reinforced by the armored
personnel carriers of the 1st Battalion, 50th Infantry. (continued on page 7)

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 1967 (continued from page 3)  From a contemporaneous document, “The terrain was a
large village surrounded by rice paddies and small, numerous, heavily grown hedgerows considerably
restricting visibility. Enemy force exceeds a battalion in size. He is well equipped with recoilless rifles,
light and heavy machineguns, and well supplied with ammunition. His position is carefully chosen and
well fortified. Enemy morale is high. Company D’s morale is high after brief stand down, but the
company is extremely under strength; just 85 infantryman are flown into battle on UH1B Hueys on
that early morning in December.”
The plan that morning called for Bravo 1/12th Cavalry, reinforced by APC's of B Company, 1/50th
Infantry,  to attack north to south while the battalion's C and D companies defended a blocking
postion south of the suspected enemy location. The companies already in the field moved toward their
planned positions, while D Company air assaulted from LZ English at 0700 and moved southwest to
922053 where it began digging in to a blocking position. Von Moltke the Elder wrote “no plan survives
first contact with the enemy.” This plan came apart even before the enemy could contribute when C
company,expected to tie in to Delta's left, continued moving west, crossed the boundry with the 40th
Regiment, 22nd Infantry Division (ARVN), and almost immediately became heavily engaged. Soon
after, B Company also became engaged at 921055. With Delta now the only element capable of
maneuver, LTC French sent Captain Orsini's company southwest, then north in a flanking movement
to bring it in  on C Company's left. Delta came under intense fire shortly after turning north at 913054.
It was now late morning, and four companies were fully engaged. As the battle continued, 1st Brigade
commander Col. Donald Snapper Rattan now added the tracks of Alpha of 1/50th Infantry to
reinforce C and D on the south, put companies from 2/5, 1/8, and 2/8 Cavalry, along with the 3rd
and 4th Battalions of the 40th Regiment (ARVN) into blocking positions to contain the battle area. As
always with us, there were heroes, including Medal of Honor to D Company's Specialist 4 Allen Lynch,
who went forward to rescue three comrades, then defended them all day, bringing them into the Delta
perimeter at dusk after the company had withdrawn and put artillery and airstrikes on the enemy (and
on Allen) to break contact. Captain Orsini was awarded the Distinguished Service Cross for his many
tries to get to Lynch's position.
The all-day engagement was the biggest of Tam Quan, with 26 Americans killed in action and more
than 100 wounded, while the NVA Regiment was nearly destroyed...but not quite. After scattered
contacts from  16-18 December, 2nd Battalion, 8th Cavalry again took up the battle when the remnants
of the 22nd were discovered to be in the village of An Nghiep, on the south bank of the Lai Giang
River, on the South China Sea downstream of the town of Bong Son. The battalion cordoned the
village with all four of its rifle companies, and after heavy air and artillery bombardment on the 19th,
D Company swept through An Nghiep the morning of the 20th while A, B and C companies held the
cordon. What had remained of the 22nd NVA Regiment of the 3rd (Yellow Star) Division (PAVN) had
been destroyed by artillery and air strikes the previous day and night.
The Battle of Tam Quan officially ended at midnight December 20th after two weeks of combat. US
casualties were 58 killed in action and 250 wounded, nearly half on the 15th. Killed in Action for the
22nd NVA Regiment were estimated to be 650, more than half its strength. Lieutenant General John
Tolson, Commanding General of the 1st Cavalry Division that December said later,“The Battle of Tam
Quan had a much greater significance than we realized at the time [in that] it preempted the enemy's
Tet offensive. As a result, northern Binh Dinh was least affected of any part of South Vietnam at Tet.”
